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Campground Rules 2011 r1.0

Supersedes all other previous years rules

CHECK-IN/OUT:  All members and guests must be registered at the Gate when manned other wise at the Clubhouse. Campers that leave Lake Village Club Inc. (AKA LVCI) must check out at the Clubhouse. All Phase I/III Owner may not use the same campsite for more than two (2) consecutive weeks or three (3) consecutive weekends. Any vehicle or RV left unattended for more than 14 days on an unassigned lot will be fined and charged a daily storage fee.

Any rules violations may be cited.

ABUSE: Defined as 

· INTIMIDATION - (Verbal or otherwise) and/ or harassment/ disorderly conduct toward staff members, Directors, members of LVCI and their guest or volunteers will not be tolerated. This is a major offense and carries an automatic fine.

· Physical – Zero Tolerance.  Refer to penal code.
· Sexual
· Harassment – this is considered offensive and will not be tolerated.  

· Abuse/Molestation/corruption – Zero tolerance.  

THEFT:  Zero Tolerance. Refer to penal code

ALCOHOL:  The sale of alcohol is prohibited.  Consumption of alcohol in the Party Center and the Clubhouse & surrounding areas (Pool, Pavilion, and common grounds) and all common grounds is prohibited unless otherwise approved by the Board of Directors. Questions should be directed to the Board of Directors.

Minors are not permitted to be served or to consume alcohol on park premises. ZERO TOLERANCE! The sheriff will be called. 
BIKE SAFETY:  All bike riders must obey all speed limits and stop at all stop signs in the park. No bikes are allowed on the roads after dark unless equipped with a working front and back light. All bikes parked at the Clubhouse must be parked in the bike rack or on the grass.

CAMPSITE ACTIVITIES:  No obnoxious, offensive, or illegal activity shall be carried on at any campsite nor shall anything be done on any campsite that shall become an annoyance or nuisance to the neighborhood. All fires must be contained in a fire ring. Curfew will be enforced for persons under 16 years of age. They must be at their campsite or under adult (over 21 years of age) supervision by 11:00pm. The adult supervisor will be held responsible for the actions of the minors. Quiet hours are from 12:00am to 8:00am.  

Phase I/III members are required to post site permit/date card.

CAMPSITE CLEAN-UP:  All campsites and fire rings MUST be left clean upon departure. Any structure or vehicle destroyed in whole or in part by fire, wind, act of God, or any other reason must be rebuilt, repaired or all debris removed from the campground in a reasonable length of time.  Reasonable length of time is defined as (7) seven days from the date of incident unless extended by the Board of Directors.

CLUBHOUSE RULES:  Children under 10 must always be accompanied by an adult, older sibling or authorized guardian to use the Clubhouse. Wet bathing suits may not be worn in the Clubhouse. Proper attire shirts & shoes must be worn at all times. No Loitering after clubhouse hours.

The Clubhouse kitchen is to be used for club functions and is not to be used by individual members for personal use. 

DIRT BIKES, MINIBIKES, 4WHEELERS and SIMILAR TYPE VEHICLES: must be parked on Member’s lot. They may only be brought in and out of park by trailer and are not to be used in park.

Drugs:  Use, Sale, Possession, Distribution and/or contributing to the corruption of Minors – Zero Tolerance!

DUES: The assessment or dues for memberships in LVCI for the year are due in full on May 1st. After June 1st. a $50.00 late fee will be charged. After July 1st. a 10% Per Annum Interest Fee will be assessed until paid in full.  Failure of timely payment of assessment and dues will result in gate cards being shut off. 

ELECTRIC:  All Members are only allowed to use the electrical box in their assigned lot. Use of any other box is a violation of these rules and subject to penalties herein.  Failure to pay electric billing within thirty (30) days of the due date shall result in shut off of electric service.

FIREARMS:  Only unloaded and secured firearms will be permitted on the campground premises.

GOLF CARTS: All golf carts must be registered and approved by LVCI Board of Directors.  All approved carts will have operational lights on the front and back, a horn or bell and are subject to all rules pertaining to motor vehicles with in LVCI. Driver/ Owner must show proof of Liability Insurance. 

FIREWORKS: No fireworks are permitted anywhere in the park per state of Ohio Revised Code.

GARBAGE AND REFUSE DISPOSAL:  Leaf burning is only permitted in fire rings or approved barrels in accordance with the state of Ohio/ EPA “Open Burning” laws. No owner shall burn, garbage, or other like household refuse on any campsite; nor shall any owner accumulate litter, refuse or garbage except in dumpsites provided for such use. ONLY HOUSEHOLD TRASH GENERATED IN THE CAMPGROUND SHALL BE DEPOSITED IN THE DUMPSTERS PROVIDED. All light furniture and scrap metal shall be removed from the campground at the owner’s expense. Anyone caught dumping prohibited materials (tires, furniture, appliances, etc.) in dumpsters will be fined. No grease, cooking oil, or animal fat may be poured or spilled onto the ground within LVCI. No littering, this includes cigarette butts.

GUESTS:  Guests of members will be allowed to enter ONLY if a guest pass is left for them & member is in the park.  All Guests must be registered.

HAYRIDE RULES: ALL RIDERS MUST REGISTER IN ADVANCE AND SIGN A CONSENT OF WAIVER. An adult must accompany Children under 10. No one is permitted to get off the moving hay wagon. If someone must get off, the driver must be notified to allow the person to get off safely. That person will not be allowed back on. Riding bikes or running beside or behind the moving hay wagon is not permitted.

HEALTH:  No one may create any unsanitary conditions anywhere in the park, including Common Grounds.

HUNTING:  No hunting or use of firearms is permitted within LVCI campground or the surrounding areas. Lake Village property may not be used to access neighboring properties for the purpose of taking game.
Lake: No one may create an unsanitary condition in the lake. Litter or pollution of waters will be fined and/or may include prosecution.  Boats only permitted on lake from dawn to dusk. Children must be accompanied by an adult supervisor at all times while at Lake.

LAW:  Every camper is subject to the laws of the State of Ohio and any violations will be prosecuted if necessary.

LEASE AND RENTAL:  No campsite, membership, or RV shall be leased or rented without the written approval of LVCI Management. Transfer of LVCI membership will not be validated until notarized in the presence of buyer, seller and LVCI representative. 

Background checks- All members are subject to criminal background checks with a Fifty dollar fee per person.
Loitering: No loitering after Hours at any LV Facility

MEMBERSHIP RESPONSIBILITIES:  Members will be held responsible for their children and guests. If vandalism or damage occurs, the member will be held responsible for the damage. If rules are violated, the member will be imposed with the appropriate penalty. Guests must follow all park policies and rules. If there is a problem with a guest, both the guest and member may face consequences, including possible suspension or eviction from the park. Guests or Members Children under 21 may not be present in the park without a member designated adult supervisor.

Ohio Administrative Code 3701-26, as amended, entitled “recreation Parks and Camps” are hereby adopted and incorporated into the within rules and regulations as if fully set forth herein.  A Copy of Ohio Administrative Code 3701-26 is attached to these rules and regulations online and posted in clubhouse.

POOL SAFETY:  No child under 18 may use the pool unless the member responsible for the child is in the park. Children under 10 must always be accompanied by an adult, older sibling or authorized guardian in the pool area.  Swimming test may be required for child to enter deep end of pool. Suitable swimming attire is required for pool use: no cut off's or jeans are permitted. No food or drink is permitted in the pool area. Smoking is not permitted.

Pool rules are posted and must be obeyed. The pool will be closed at the first sign of thunder and/or lightning and will remain closed until half and hour after any and all storm danger has passed.

 Pool must be shut down for 24 hours if an unsanitary condition arises.

PETS AND ANIMALS:  All pets must be kept on a leash in populated areas at all times. Areas are designated for off-leash exercise. The owner is responsible for cleaning up after the pet whether on private or common grounds and ensuring the pet is not a nuisance. No exotic animals or livestock, except usual household pets as determined by LVCI Management, shall be on any campsite.  The owners of Domestic animals must show proof of inoculations, with a copy on file at the office.

No more than Three (3) Dogs are allowed.

Per Ohio Revised Code- Restriction of animals and pets.

The operator (LVCI) shall require that all pets that are permitted within the park or camp be registered prior to entry.

The operator (LVCI) shall promptly report to the health commissioner of the health district cases of either domestic or wild animal bites inflicted upon any person in the park or camp area.

No animal shall be left outside unattended and owner not present. Continuously barking dogs will not be tolerated. No Pets are allowed in any of the Common Buildings.

REMOVAL OF TREES:  No tree may be removed or cut without the written approval of LVCI Management.

SAUNA RULES:  No child under 18 may use the sauna unless the member responsible for the child is in the park.

Children under 16 must be accompanied by an adult who is at least 18 years old in order to use the sauna. Pouring water over rocks in the sauna is prohibited, Use Spray Bottle Provided. No food or drink is permitted in the sauna.

Smoking:  No Smoking in the clubhouse.  Smoking will only be permitted in designated areas.  Smoking will no longer be permitted in front of clubhouse.  Smoking is not permitted with-in 5 feet of any structural entrance.  Smoking is not permitted in Comfort Stations or other LV owned structure.

SPEED LIMIT:  The speed limit on the blacktop road is 15 mph and 10 mph on all other roads, conditions permitting. Anyone who is speeding will be fined. Please abide with this rule to protect our children.

SITE USAGE:  No more than 1 tent or Pop-Up, 1 recreational vehicle and 1 boat will be permitted on any campsite. If there are over 10 persons occupying any specific lot, it is required that another lot be secured for a fee. Only 2 cars per lot.

Trailers must be placed on a lot with 7 ½ feet from side lot boundaries, 5 feet from the back boundary and 20 feet from the road. 

LVCI Management must approve all Sheds and structures. Building permits must be obtained.

VEHICLES:  Only vehicles that can be licensed will be permitted at LVCI. No stripped down, partially wrecked, junk vehicle or sizable part thereof shall be permitted at any campsite or anywhere at LVCI. No vehicle shall be stored at any campsite or along any road or parking lot. Vehicles may be parked only on campsites and designated parking lots. Vehicles must meet Ohio licensing and insurance laws.  Driver must possess a valid driver license and current vehicle insurance coverage.

RV’s: A permit, which will include make model & license number, must be obtained at LVCI Office before a recreational vehicle may be placed on a campsite.

No homemade vehicle or converted buses or similar type vehicles will be permitted in LVCI. Any recreational vehicle over 5 years old must be inspected and approved in writing by LVCI Management, its successors or assigns before a permit will be issued.

Vandalism – Vandalism of any sort, be it (LVCI) property, member or Guest property will not be tolerated.
