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FROM THE DIRECTORS...  
 

George Ester (Security):  A reminder that curfew is 11:00 pm for the common grounds & roads.   
 
Bill Lubawy (Sales):  I have secured a presence for LV in the Andover Sparkle, Ashtabula Giant Eagle & Jefferson Bowling 
Lanes.  The ad in each of these locations is a one year commitment that lists our amenities and, most importantly, our sea-
sonal & daily term pricing.  I am confident that when someone from a surrounding campground sees what we have to offer & 
where we are priced, our traffic will increase dramatically.  If you have not seen the ad, please check it out at one of these 
locations.  As of Memorial Day Weekend we have made $30,000 in lot sales since the beginning of the year.  This is HUGE 
for us, and we need to keep growing our membership.  Kayla, our Sales Officer, is looking for help from members to provide 
tours of the camp when needed.   
 
  

Rick Miller (Finance):  Duane & I have been investigating the enormous amount we pay for our water considering the num-
ber of members we have.  We have filed a complaint with PUCO against Holiday Camplands Water, and retained an attor-
ney.  The details of our investigations are outlined in the handout members received at the Memorial Day Membership meet-
ing.  The letter I received from PUCO is available for anyone to read.  Bottom line is we have been overcharged for water for 
many years based on PUCO regulations, and Holiday wants to raise the rate again.  Our attorney is confident we have a 
strong case, and so we are pursuing this.   
 
Jerry Rush (President):  Through our experiences at the RV shows this year, and in conversation with prospective new 
members,  we’ve discovered that most people aren’t interested in a campground if golf carts are not permitted.  We need to 
grow our membership, therefore we (the directors) have decided to allow golf carts in camp.  An amendment to the Cove-
nants & Restrictions will be drawn up for members to review.  Currently, the primary restriction is that you must have a valid 
driver’s license to operate the golf cart.  Questions??  Contact myself or another director. 
 
 

Mary Simpson (Member Services):  A big “Thank You” to our current members for your patience during camp clean-up & 
upgrades.  A reminder that the Party Center, Pavilion & Pool are available to rent for your private parties. 
 

We discussed getting an AED (Automatic Electronic Defibrillator) for the clubhouse for emergencies.  The cost is about 
$2300.  Members at the May 25 meeting decided it was important for the health/safety of our members to have one and that 
donations should be collected to offset the cost.  Therefore, at the July 4th Membership meeting we will “pass the hat” for 
donations for the AED.  Members can make a donation at the office, also. 
 

Duane Squibbs (Maintenance):  I have consulted with a Marine Biologist who believes we can fix our pond without dredg-
ing.  We are working hard to keep the pond free of algae.  It has been treated with chemicals which are not a problem for the 
fishing as long as you catch & release.  Fish from the pond should not be eaten, and wash your hands when you’re done. 
This is an on-going process throughout the summer.  Work to improve the efficiency of the windmill is needed and we hope 
to add a fountain with lights in the future. Camp clean-up days have been very productive.  Members need to continue to 
keep their lots clean and help your neighbor also, if necessary, to ensure we stay in compliant with the Health Dept. require-
ments.  If you spot a container that’s accumulated water anywhere in camp, I ask that you empty it to prevent mosquitoes 
from breeding.  Going forward members must get a permit from LV (that is then approved by the Health Dept) before building 
any structures such as roof-overs, decks, patios or other enclosures.  Permits for the building and any plumbing or electrical 
work are required.  Bring me your plans BEFORE you start.
